As a Kentucky bride, you are so fortunate to have incredible florists and floral designers right here in the state.   They will work with you, no matter the budget, to help design and create the look you desire for your wedding.

As you begin interviewing florists, make sure to bring with you ideas, swatches and/or pictures of your gown and bridesmaids.  If you simply cannot grasp a concept, don’t worry, your florist is experienced and will help offer suggestions to get you started.  It is best to become prepared knowing the number of attendants you will have, flower girls, ring bearer, groomsmen, parents, etc.  This will make the meeting run smoothly.  As always, be honest about your budget, so your designer can show you options that work best for you.  

Listed below is a guideline to assist you when deciding the flowers needed for your wedding.  Keep in mind some facilities may have policies on throwing loose petals, aisle runners, and clean up.  Before meeting with your florist, know the facility guidelines.  This is especially true if you are getting married in a church or synagogue.
